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America is a Mission Field!

I met a missionary from Egypt that had come to America for his mis-
sion field. He was a Muslim in Egypt that had converted to Christianity. In his
attempt to evangelize in Egypt his life was in serious jeopardy. Now he spends
much time on college campuses trying to convince Muslims they must trust in
Jesus who is the Savior that died and rose again. Even while I spoke with him
a Muslim woman walked by and he ran after her with some Arabic tracts.

Not only are there various non-Christian religious groups in America
that need evangelizing and decipling, but a whole new generation of people has
arisen that were NOT raised in the church and have but a vague understanding
of Christianity. I come across people weekly that do not have a Bible in their
home and have no idea where they will spend eternity.

Sadly, many modern churches have more of a social gospel. Those that
name the name of Christ and claim to be going to heaven are unsure of specifi-
cally why they will go there. The majority of those that tell me they are Christians
rarely tell me it’s because of the work of Christ on the cross. Oh yes, if you ask
them enough questions they will tell you they believe it is because of the blood
of Christ, but this is not foremost in their explanation. If you ask why they are
going to heaven, it’s often because I try to follow Jesus. I believe in God. I pray
and go to church. I’m a good person. Of course there are those who have a clear
understanding and have truly been born again.

Our purpose is not to judge them but rather to clarify the gospel and what
it means to be a Christian. Then challenge them to live it and proclaim it.

Walking down this sidewalk
you could easily give out hundreds of tracts in just a short time. We try to be sensitive that
people are there to see the parade and not take up all there time. It still amazes me that many
are willing to talk at length concerning their eternal destiny.

I began our conversation by telling them that the Watchtower
has consistently criticized the Christian churches for false teaching
and even false prophesying.
