Another busy schedule this month. I spoke at Collage 

Avenue Baptist Church on evangelism and sharing your faith one 
Sunday morning. The following week I was invited to preach at 
a church in Phoenix. I chose “The Majesty of God” as my topic 
which seemed to move many in this congregation.

We had some unique events for witnessing this month. We 
were “busted” in Old Town State Park after an hour of freedom. 
Park security said we’d have to leave unless we had a permit. 
They did allow freedom of speech in a small box area in a corner 
of the park if you had a permit.  John, Ricky, and I still managed 
to have some great conversations including several Mormons and 
a couple of JW ladies.

Another outreach was at San Diego State University which 
again was a ý rst. I was there a couple of hours on the ñfreedom 
stairs” where there were lots of kids willing to talk. I spoke to one 
young man from Equator that seemed genuinely moved by the 
gospel. I gave him my card with my phone number hoping he will 
contact me in the future.

We had 5 show up for the Chinese New Year in Balboa Park 
on January 24. Lots of people and many conversations about the 
Gospel. I spoke to one man who had gone into one of the eastern 
religions that came from a Christian background. He seemed 
troubled over his future. His name is Luke.

Perhaps the most radical yet tracting that I’ve done was the 
week before the Chinese New Year. No one was able to go with 
me so I decided to go alone. I was headed to Old Town, since I’d 
never been there before tracting, but mindlessly ended up in Balboa 
Park. Strangely, there was a Palestinian Protest of the Israelis at-
tacks. Hundreds of demonstrators with banners and megaphones. 
I saw at least 6 police cars and a dozen policemen. No doubth the 
calm relaxed afternoon I intended in Old Town would be directed 
by the  providense of God to a rather wild protest.

As I approched the masses marching I thought.... why not 
walk through the middle of them and hand out gospel tracts. This 
seemed to be working O.K. until I decided to hand one to the 
spokesman giving the speech. He took it unwittingly and then 
a dozen or so near him did as well. I was almost through when 
a young girl began screaming out NO...NO... We don’t want it!  
The crowd quickly began a crazy chant against me. A Palestinian 
woman grabbed me and started shoving me out of their midst. Then 
a rather angry Palestinian man roughly grabbed my other arm and 
was shoving as well. Now it’s rather scary. I shouted to the police. 
A half dozen police were fortunately close to calm things down. 
I heartily agreed to move on to a quieter area in the park. I think 
about 50 or so took the tracts. Who knows what may become of 
the Word penetrating this protest.
