Islam Challenged

The Bible command all believers to “be ready always to give an 
answer” or defense for the faith (I Peter 3:15). Of course in these modern 
times it means we must not only understand the gospel but often we 
need an understanding of what is NOT the gospel as in Islam.

The photo below is a family from Pakistan that are very devout 
Muslims. Ironically, I spoke primarily with the wife who was totally 
covered except for her eyes.

I began our conversation asking if Allah was merciful. She said 
that he was. I then asked if he was also JUST. To this she replied yes. 
I then explained that if Allah was to forgive those that sinned against 
him without a penalty being paid then there was no justice only mercy. 
If god were not just he could not be good.

From this I explained the superiority of Yahweh, the God of the  
Bible that is a greater God than Allah. Yahweh is merciful, just and 
good. Further, Yahweh is a loving God Who seeks us and provides the 
solution for our sins by dying on the cross. This Jesus is not one of three 
gods but rather one person of the true God.

I encouraged the man to write my e-mail address on the tract.

JWs Challenged
Although the Jehovah’s Witnesses are increasingly refusing to 

speak with us at Balboa Park, I continue to walk by them hoping for a 
new team which often happens. I’ve tried to dress differently and not 
wear my typical straw hat when I go to their table. 

I decided to try a slightly different approach about 2 weeks ago. 
There were 2 JW men in suits at their table once again. I walked up and 
told them I had a question about the Bible. I read from John 2 begin-
ning from verse 19 where Jesus said “destroy this temple and in three 
days I will raise it up”. It goes on he was talking about the temple of 
his BODY.

I asked if Jesus told the truth. At first they did not want to answer 
and then agreed that the Bible was true and Jesus told the truth. I then 
reminded them that the Watchtower does not teach this but rather 
claim Jesus was raised a “spirit creature”. His body was disposed of 
by Jehovah God which means that Jesus did NOT tell the truth or the 
Watchtower is wrong.

Immediately, I think their realized they had been warned not to 
talk with any of us and refused to speak further. When I tried to tell 
them that Jesus showed Thomas a body with the same marks that he 
received on the cross they became even more adamant that the con-
versation was over.

This is a photo of a Muslim family as they walked away. We spoke for a good 20 minutes on the 
gospel, the crucifixion of Christ, the trinity, and heaven as compared with Islam. I believe that are 
truely thinking about Christianity. Perhaps God will open their eyes and save their souls.
