Why do witnesses refuse to celebrate 

Christmas?
 Jehovah’s Witnesses will do whatever the organization tells 

them. They are told that Christmas has pagan roots therefore it 
should not be celebrated. Whatever pagan roots were involved with 
the origin of December 25 has long been lost. The Bible does not 
command nor condemn the celebration of Christmas. The angels 
celebrated his birth by announcing the birth of Jesus to the shep-
herds. Strangely, witnesses won’t celebrate Thanksgiving which 
has no pagan roots at all.

The real reason they do not celebrate His birth is the Watch-
tower will go to almost any extreme to minimize Jesus. They also 
refuse to believe that He was the Christ at birth but later became 
the Christ at His baptism.
