More and more students 
are stopping to talk. 6 of us went a week ago and almost all of us were talking with 
someone continually. I’ve spoken to two professors there, one with a PhD in public 
speaking. He’s a Christian. His classroom is very near where we hand out tracts 
and do open air preaching. We were talking of the possibility of his class listening 
to Gil and me do open air preaching and then they could use it for discussion and 
critique in the classroom.

Police showed 
up a half hour later while Gil and I were at the center of the park. They got out of their squad 
car, walked around us and left. I’m sure they could see we were harmless, simply practicing 
freedom of speech.

SDSU. We do open air preaching only about once a month or so. Our favorite means of com-
munication is actually one-on-one. However, more students are stopping and talking after our 
presentations. You can see John in the background giving tracts to 2 Muslim women.

Ricky is talking with a student at SDSU. He has a Gospel of John in his right hand that Ricky 
gave him. The young lady is Emma. She’s a fairly new Christian and has come with us several 
times. She has a lot of energy and does a great job speaking to people about Jesus.

Trolly stop at Balboa Park. As people got off the trolly I simply handed everyone a million 
dollar bill. I always quiz Christians (as I did with this family), on what it means to be a Chris-
tian and why they are going to heaven. Some don’t have a clue and many have a very “fuzzy” 
understanding. I encourage them to live the faith and share it often.
