Mormonism Challenged

Warning from LDS Apostle?
One year before we started this ministry (1983), Dianna and I were 

very involved with ñEx-Mormons for Jesus.ò Through a rather amazing 
series of circumstances,  Dianna was able to talk live with the President of 
the Los Angeles Mormon Temple, Robert L. Simpson on Christian radio.  
At the time this was the largest Christian radio station in Los Angeles.

Following this interview President Simpson invited us to see him at 
the L.A. temple and we kept in touch through mail. One of the letters he sent 
came with what he described as a ñmasterful discourseò of the then LDS 
Apostle, Bruce McConkie. This was 
a full page newspaper article of a 
speech McConkie gave at BYU just 
days before. This shocking speech 
warning against a personal relation-
ship with Jesus turned Mormonism 
upside down for a period of time.

He ridicules salvation by 
Grace  and claims that those that 
claim a special friendship with Jesus 
are “erring teachers and beguiled 
studentsò.

McConkie went to the ex-
treme warning that those who have 
this special friendship with Jesus are 
part of Lucifer’s system:

“I wonder if it is not part of 
Lucifer’s system to make people 
feel they are special friends of 
Jesus when in fact they are not 
following the normal and usual pat-
tern of worship found in the true 
Church.”

In his closing remarks he afý rmed:

“But you have been warned, and you have heard the true doc-
trine taught.”

Apostle Bruce McConkieôs speech is in direct opposition to the 
Biblical teaching about Christ. The Lord Jesus Himself stressed the need 
for this close, personal relationship:

“Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of 

itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in 
me.

“I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, 
and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me 
you can do nothing.

“If a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is 
withered; and men gather them, and cast them into the ý re, and they 
are burned.  John 15:4-6

Jesus gives us a personal invitation:

“Come unto me, all ye that 
labor and are heavy laden, and I 
will give you rest.

“Take my yoke upon you, 
and learn of me;

for I am meek and lowly in 
heart: and ye shall ý nd rest unto 
your souls.” Matthew 11:28,29

Despite McConkieôs claim 
that ñspecial friends of Jesusò is 
part of ñLuciferôs system,ò Jesus 
said:

“Henceforth I call you 
not servants; for the servant 
knoweth not what his lord doeth: 
but I have called you friends;... “ 
John 15:15

Although McConkie re-
ferred to a “personal relationship 
with Christò as ñimproper and peril-
ous.ò The New Testament writer, the 
Apostle John proclaimed:

“He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son 
of God hath not life.” I John 5:12

Pray that God will provide opportunities and give you the boldness 
to boast in the joy of knowing Jesus Christ and His great work done in 
our behalf on the cross.

This is just a small portion of the full page article that appeared in the LDS newspa-
per, the Deseret News, March 20, 1982. Apostle McConkie is clear that this is ñthe 
doctrine of the Churchò, and it is what you ñmust believeò in order to have eternal 
life.
