Mormonism Challenged

Extrabiblical Scriptures?
From the beginning of Mormonism, their church was built on the 

idea that the Bible was not enough. Further revelations from God was 
necessary and would be revealed through prophets. These anticipated 
new revelations would be added to the Bible as equal, or even superior 
to the Bible.

Of course they say the Book of Mormon was the ý rst modern revela-
tion since the Bible was completed nearly 1800 years previous. Now God 
would speak to Joseph Smith beginning when he was just 14 years old. The 
Gold plates were supposedly discovered and translated by a magic stone or 
stones as the story is told today. Conveniently, the plates were taken back 
by an angel and are not available 
for inspection today.

Once this bridge is estab-
lished to convince you that you 
need another book of scripture, 
it was an easy step to add further 
scriptures by way of “revela-
tions.” Thus came another book 
the modern “Doctrine and Cov-
enants.”

Then came further divine 
words that included Joseph 
Smiths encounter with God, the 
Book of Moses and the Book of 
Abraham, which were compiled 
in the “Pearl of Great Price.”

Besides these new scrip-
tures, the LDS church provides 
further divinely appointed men, 
prophets and apostles, which of course have been ordained of God and 
have authority to give new information from God as did the Prophets and 
Apostles of the Bible.

If that is not enough there is still the impressions or feelings that Mor-
mons get which they claim lead them into truth. These warm, burning feel-
ings, of comfort or discomfort tell them what is true and what is false. Good 
feelings tell you that what you seek is true and bad uncomfortable feelings 
tell you something is false. This they say is of the “Holy Ghost.”

Interestingly, the article from the LDS web site on “Extrabiblical 
Scriptures” does not offer a single “TEST” that their scriptures are from 
God.

They do point out that when Christians refer to Revelation 22:18,19 
where it is stated not to “add” or “take away” words from this book that 
it refers only to the book of Revelation.

Even if it did refer primarily to Revelation we should not add or take 
away from ANY of scripture. Not only have the LDS done this in Joseph 
Smith’s “Inspired” translation of the Bible where he adds or takes away 
as he sees ý t, but ALL LDS SCRIPTURE has undergone radical changes 
by adding and taking away words since their ý rst editions. 

For instance in the  Book of Mormon over 4,000 words added, taken 
away, or changed. Certainly this would violate Revelation 22.

Actually, the Bible is clear that what has been given is all we 
need.

Galations 1:8 says 
if someone preaches 
another gospel “let him 
be accursed”. If Mor-
monism is teaching the 
“same” gospel, why do 
we need Mormonism?

The Apostle Paul 
said that he had “fully 
preached the Gospel 
of Christ” in Romans 
15:19. Peter said that 
God “hath given unto 
us all things that pertain 
to life and godliness” (II 
Peter 1:3). Luke 16:16 

informs us that the Law 
and the Prophets were 
until John. Jude 3 en-

courages believers to defend the faith that was “once delivered to the 
saints”, not one that would be lost and restored.

May other verses could be cited that what we have is truly sufý cient 
for salvation and life and that nothing is missing. Even if one insisted that 
despite the clear teaching of scripture that what we have is incomplete and 
insufý cient, we would have to TEST this new scripture to see if it is from 
God (I Thess. 5:21). It would have to be in harmony with what has been 
given and it must not teach another God or predict false prophecies.
